The hunting ground of our partner Sladkovo.ru has a healthy ecosystem with a size of 
150,000 ha for high-level hunts, with a unique mixture of hunting possibilities: Wild Boar, 
Roebuck, Fox, Wolf, Lynx and a variation of Winged Game such as Duck, Snipe, etc. 
The rutting season is from 15th August to the first days of September; however 
October is also a very good hunting season. Very strong bucks are always shot here.

Location You fly to Omsk and are brought into the hunting area by car or by helicopter. Omsk is a 
city with a population of more than 1 million inhabitants and one of the most important 
cities in Russia and Siberia. 
 
The transfer from Omsk to the hunting ground takes about 4 hours by car and for one 
way the cost is EUR 345,–. 
The cost of the transfer by helicopter is about € 2,880,– for a round trip. 
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Accommodation A hunting lodge with view onto a lake, which can be reached in 2 minutes by foot. The 
lodge has 10 rooms. Further amenities are Wi-Fi Internet, large-screen TV, Jacuzzi, Russian 
sauna, Russian billards.
