Every client who wants to take a Walrus cape for a shoulder mount or for a life sized 
taxidermy has to communicate this early enough, so that the hunting guides can be informed 
and make sure that the Inuit skinners remove all the grease from the skin. 
 

Traveling on the sea and hunting Walrus by boat can be more dangerous than a normal hunt. 
Clients undertake this hunt on their own risk. Clients are requested by law to wear survival 
suits which are included. These suits are very warm and are worn instead of an anorak, but 
they also serve as a swimming aid and slow down hypothermia. You will obtain further details 
and information on site, where you receive these suits for the duration of the hunt.

Caribou skin suits are available in Resolute for all clients to use. These consist of parka, 
pants, boots and mitts. 
But you must have your own down filled clothing and boots for the flight from Ottawa to 
Iqaluit to Resolute but also for walking around the village. 
The down filled parka is quicker to put on than a caribou skin parka if you have to go 
outside the sleeping accommodation quickly. 
 
FOR OUTER WEAR:
