ARRIVAL / INTERNATIONAL FLIGHT & PAPERWORK: 

Planning your trip to visit Ethiopia is a very simple process. 

Once your safari has been confirmed, all paperwork for gun 

permits and hunting licenses will be provided to you 6 months 

before your scheduled departure. We will provide hands on 

help with all the information, paperwork, and questions you 

may have. 

Detailed information about the agent or PH that will pick you up, 

will be provided to you 15–30 days before departure. 
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HOTEL: 

That night you will be overnight and rest in Addis, at the 

hotel of your choice, either the Sheraton, a 5-star hotel with 

all amenities, or the Hilton, a 4-star hotel. The third choice 

would be Intercontinental Hotel, a 3-star hotel, which is 

comfortable.
