CLIMATE

Cool continental climate due to its northern location, but generally feels quite moderate due to the influence
of the Gulf Stream. The temperature drops as you head north. The summers are reasonably warm; winters are
long and often snowy. Daylight is sparse in winter. The regions in the west and south receive the most rainfall.
There is a dry, continental climate further inland.

TIPS:

The temperature can drop suddenly in the north, so taking weatherproof and thermoregulating clothing

with you is recommended. Spring in Sweden is very short. As a result of the long winter and short summer,
everything begins to bloom at the same time from the middle to the end of May. This causes major difficulties
for people who suffer with allergies.
